10. Students that graduate from St. Therese Catholic School are well prepared 
for high school and many finish in the top 10 percent of their class, and 
oftentimes come back to volunteer with current students. 
 
9. On average, our students score 1.5 or more years above grade level on 
National Standardized Achievement Tests. Our students are well prepared for 
higher education and their future careers. 
 
8. We provide religious education and formation and liturgical celebrations as 
part of our daily curriculum. Students are prepared for and receive the 
Sacraments of Reconciliation, First Communion, Confirmation, and Baptism (if 
necessary).  
 
7. Our lay and religious teachers, on average, have 20 years of teaching 
experience and are licensed by the State. Their knowledge and experience 
enables them to provide exemplary instruction for students. 
 
6. Our students wear school uniforms, which allows for an academic focus, and 
recognizes their Catholic School identity and unity. Parents report that uniforms 
save them money. 
 
5. Tuition at St. Therese is among the lowest in the Aurora/ 
Denver metro area parochial schools. Tuition assistance and payment plans are 
available. We offer a great value for your child’s education. 
 
4. Our students attend, plan, and participate in weekly Mass. This helps develop 
a lifelong faith, love of the Eucharist, and support of our Catholic churches and 
schools. 
 
3. Our students are encouraged and taught to freely express and develop their 
Catholic faith and to appreciate diversity and unity of all people. 
 
2. We offer all inclusive sports programs beginning in the 3rd grade, two years 
earlier than public/charter schools. Sports help build team skills and how to 
work and play well with others. 
 
1. Our school has a mentoring program, with older students guiding and 
nurturing younger ones, creating a family type environment of support.
